In compliance with federal and state legislation, the University will provide timely and 
appropriate notification to the campus community about the presence of registered sex offenders 
enrolled in, attending, or employed by UAPB. UAPB will prepare and carry out a notification 
plan that is appropriate for each individual sex offender. A written summary of campus 
guidelines and the notification plan for each offender will be maintained by the UAPB Campus 
Police Department. Determinations about notifications will be made by UAPB Police 
department in consultation with appropriate campus officials, law enforcement officials, or 
treatment specialists, on a case-by-case basis, and guided by the offender's risk assessment level 
in accordance with guidelines established by the Arkansas Sex Offenders Assessment 
Committee. 

 
The University reserves the right to exclude from University-affiliated housing, or to modify 
the housing assignment for, any other student who is required to register as a sex offender.
