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Policy #: 7.17

The primary purpose of this policy is to inform, educate and set expectations for the members of
the university community of their individual and corporate responsibilities towards the use of
Peer-to-Peer applications using the University's network.

Peer-to-peer computing is the sharing of computer resources and services by direct exchange
between systems. It is the policy of UAPB that the university's network connections may not be
used to violate copyright laws. The unauthorized reproduction of copyrighted materials is a
serious violation of UAPB's Code of Computing Policy, as well as the U.S. Copyright Laws, as
discussed above.

UAPB takes a strong stand against unlawful distribution of copyrighted music, movies and
software. If an employee is found to be distributing copyrighted material using any University
computing resources, that person’s network connection will be terminated. If the user*
provides or obtains copyrighted files (music, videos, text, etc.) without permission from the
copyright owner or their representative, the user is in violation of federal and state copyright
laws and the University of Arkansas at Pine Bluff Code of Computing Policy the uapb.edu
website under technical services.
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
