The responsibilities of the Writing Instructor include:   providing tutorial assistance as needed to 

clients in the Writing Center, organizing and facilitating on-site and off-site workshops and essay 

writing contests, answering routine questions regarding workshop content (grammar, 

punctuation, documentation), coordinating the collection of data for evaluation of student 

performance, publishing a monthly newsletter, and collaborating with faculty for instructional 

needs of students.  

 

Qualifications include: a Master’s degree in English, Composition, and/or Rhetoric or a closely 

related field as well as excellent written and oral communication skills, the ability to work well 

with students and colleagues from diverse backgrounds, successful experience teaching 

composition and/or technical communication at the college level, the ability to integrate 

technology into the teaching process and/or teach in a variety of modes, and a commitment to 

teaching excellence.
