POSITION: Instructor/Assistant Band Director, Percussion Instructor, Non-Tenure Track, Twelve-

Month Position. 

 

QUALIFICATION: Master’s Degree in Music Education required with applied emphasis in percussion, 

marching and concert band literature and conducting.  The candidate must have: at least 

five years collegiate experience as a band director (both marching and concert bands); 

experience charting and directing half-time shows utilizing show-band and traditional 

styles; a successful record as a performer and instructor in percussion; an interest in 

teaching excellence and optimum student performance and achievement; personal 

concern for student academic advisement; strong interpersonal skills; broad knowledge of 

band literature, band administration and instrumental techniques. 

 

DUTIES: Assist Band Director and work with other band directors with duties and responsibilities 

common to directing and administering band programs; conduct rehearsal and 

performances as directed.  Teach:  Applied Percussion, Band Techniques and Conducting 

courses.  Advise students, assist with Praxis preparation, mentor students, serve on 

university and departmental committees as directed.  

 

RANK: Instructor, Non-Tenure Track. 

 

SALARY: Commensurate with qualifications and experience.
